BOB McKINLAY - RIP
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It is with great sadness that Nottingham Forest reported the death of Bob McKinlay, aged 69, one of the biggest names in the clubs history. Bob holds the club record for the most number of appearances making 685 appearances in 18 years at the City Ground and was a member of Forest's 1959 FA Cup winning side.

Former team-mate Ian Storey-Moore, who is now the club's chief scout, said: “Bob was a real gentleman and as a player he had great stature. He was a very elegant central defender and will be sadly missed.”

SAY HELLO WAVE GOODBYE!
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Marcus Hall brought his short association with Forest to an end by joining Southampton just before transfer deadline day on Friday 30 August. The 26 year old left back joined Forest earlier last month on a pay-as-you-play basis and made his debut against Portsmouth on the opening day of the season. Hall was a free agent having left Coventry at the end of last season after failing to agree a new contract. But Paul Hart was unable to offer the former England Under 21 and ‘B’ international a permanent contract. Hall has signed with Southampton until the end of the season and is likely to find himself providing cover to England defender Wayne Bridge at The Saint Mary’s Stadium. Hall had been nursing a slight thigh injury in recent weeks and had not figured in the Forest first team since the opening day defeat at Portsmouth.

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STARS TURN OUT FOR PEDRO 

Former Magpies and Forest players have joined together to remember Pedro Richards.

Ex-forest and England defender Viv Anderson helped organise the Pedro Richards Memorial Classic, at Ruddington Grange Golf Club, to raise funds for the likeable former defender's family.

Richards made more than 400 appearances for the Magpies, his only professional club, in the decade up to the mid-1980s, when players did not get the financial rewards on offer today.

He died from pneumonia at Queen's Medical Centre, Nottingham, last December.

John Robertson, Peter Shilton, Tony Woodcock, John O'Hare, Kenny Burns, Garry Birtles, Ian McParland, Ian Bowyer and Billy Dearden were among those who joined corporate players to make up 20 four-man teams for the golf day.

It was followed by a three-course dinner, memorabilia auction, raffle and after-dinner speaker Duncan McKenzie, formerly of Forest, Leeds and Everton.

Anderson said: "Ten members of Pedro's family came to the dinner. From next year, we will make it an annual charity event with a percentage going to Pedro's family."

SKIPPER'S REMINDER OF REDS' GLORY YEARS 

Forest's European Cup captain John McGovern has put together an eye-catching reminder of the club's memorable adventures in 1979 and 1980. 

The former defender has designed a framed collection of signed cigarette card-sized photographs of the squad and management team involved in their triumphs over Malmo and Hamburg.

"I inherited some old cigarette picture cards from my dad and had them framed and mounted at home," McGovern said.

"I decided that, as a reminder to everybody how big an achievement it was that Forest won back-to-back European Cups, I would produce limited-edition cigarette cards signed by the players involved. The profits will be shared equally between every player, the manager and Peter Taylor's family, who kindly gave me permission to reproduce his autograph on the edition."

Five hundred frames have been commissioned.

Tracking down the players to gain their agreement and autographs was tricky when it came to two players.

McGovern, who now combines after-dinner speaking with his local radio commitments, said: "The only players who were difficult to get hold of were Larry Lloyd, who now lives in Malaga, and Tony Woodcock, who works in Germany. 

"The over-riding pleasure I got was the immediate agreement from all the players to get involved in producing something which was a unique achievement in the history of the club."

He said: "It's hard to win the divisional award in itself but to be No.1 out of 92 clubs is something else. It's special. I'm chuffed for myself and my team. I'm finding it hard to put it into words and I'm not often lost for words. The divisional award has been won previously but I believe this is the only time the overall national award has come to the club. Since I joined the club in 1996, we have moved in the right direction and improved in everything we do. People are taking note now of exactly what we are doing and I'm just so pleased. It's a reflection on the whole of my team and what we're doing at the football club."
