First-team coach Ian Bowyer insists Forest have no reason to feel sorry for themselves after their poor Christmas run and believes the Reds should take the positives out of a situation.
Mon 6 Jan
Proud Paul Hart urged his players to take confidence from their Cup defeat and use it to step up their promotion push. Forest led twice in their FA Cup cracker against West Ham and were unlucky not to beat their Premiership opponents.

Tue 7 Jan 
Mark Arthur denies that the club has received bids for any player, including star centre-back Michael Dawson, who has been linked with an £8 million move to Newcastle United.
Paul Hart facing a selection headache for the trip to Preston as both Jack Lester and David Johnson are suspended. 

Matthieu Louis-Jean will be suspended for the Coventry City game after picking up 5 bookings for the season in the FA Cup clash at West Ham.  
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The agent of Fulham's John Collins revealed he held talks with Forest over a move to The City Ground but the switch failed to materialize.

Des Walker targets a return to action within the next fortnight after missing out in recent weeks with a troublesome thigh injury.

Marseille do not believe Forest will follow up their interest for midfielder Benjamin Gavanon who has been on trial at the City Ground (However see Thu 9 Jan entry!). 

Liam Kearney included in the Republic of Ireland's U-20 squad for a tournament in Abu Dhabi from January 20 to January 24.


England Under-18 coach Dick Bate has named right-back James Biggins and midfielder Tom Groves in his squad for the Meridien Cup in Egypt. The squad meets on January 19 before taking on Burkina Faso on January 25, Mali two days later, Egypt on January 29 and Nigeria on February 1.

Thu 9 Jan 
Forest have signed non-league Dulwich Hamlet’s highly rated young central defender Justin Roberts. The 16 year old was snapped-up for the club’s Academy after impressing during a trial spell at The City Ground. 

Forest give a second trial to Olympique Marseille midfielder Benjamin Gavanon after he caught the eye during his first run-out. 

Forest have yet to open contract negotiations with six key members of their promotion-chasing squad whose current deals expire this summer.  Skipper Des Walker, Riccardo Scimeca, Jack Lester, Matthieu Louis-Jean, Jim Brennan and Jon Olav Hjelde will be out of contract at the end of June. 

Jim Brennan is among a host of several English-based players who will miss Canada's exhibition game against the United States in Fort Lauderdale, Florida, next Saturday. 
Paul Hart said it had been difficult to assess Ibad Muhamadu the Dutch Under 21 international so far because the freezing weather conditions had restricted training.

MONKEE’S TRIVIA SPOT!
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Most people will have probably heard the expression “Cold enough to freeze the balls off a brass monkey” but what does it mean? 

Well, in the 17th and 18th Centuries, cannon balls were stored on the decks of war ships in a pyramid shaped pile using a frame called a ‘monkey’ to keep them in place. Sometimes these frames were made of brass, which could contract, substantially in very cold weather, and at a faster rate than the iron cannon balls, causing the ‘balls’ to roll out of the frames.
